Respected Sir,
I want to attract your kind attention on all out apathies for the erstwhile enclave dwellers who are still living as‘Persona Non Grata’. Though after 31st July 2015, an adjective was inserted before their status as erstwhile enclave dwellers but the situation regarding their livelihood and living and all other citizenry standing are remain unchanged.
Out of 51 Bangladeshi erstwhile enclaves inside India; Madhya Mashaldanga enclave is one of them. It is situated under Dinhata Subdivision of Cooch Behar District in West Bengal. During 2011 and 2015 two subsequent head counts were done at those erstwhile enclaves including Madhya Mashaldanga. But nine families were left from the process and their details have not been recorded in the said lists. The villagers informed that the officers of both the countries came to their houses and noted all the details of those families by visiting their houses; despite this processes the names of under mentioned families have been excluded from the lists of joint headcounts.
After 31st July 2015, aggrieved families made subsequent representations before the Sub Divisional Officer of Dinhata Sub Division and requested for required rectification but they were only fed with false promises and still excluded from the list. From August 2016, developmental works have been initiated at enclaves but in every case the families being left out. On 30.12.2016, the members of these nine families sent one application to the District Magistrate of Cooch Behar district for rectification in headcount list but till date they are not included in the list.

Hence, I seek your urgent intervention in this present case and would like to place my following demands for your kind consideration:- 
 
·         The exclusion from the lists of joint headcounts and involvement of the administrative officials must be investigated by an independent authority
·          The aggrieved families must be provided with proper rehabilitation and all identity proofs and their names must be included in joint headcount lists
·         The victims and their family members should be protected from any undue harassment and any type of displacement from their present residence. 
·          The District Magistrate, Cooch Behar must be directed to consider the applications/representations made by the aggrieved before him and they should be given an opportunity of hearing for enlisting their names in the list prepared by joint headcount of 2015.
·         There are thousands of people who were originally enclave dwellers but not enlisted in the district Cooch Behar and steps have to be taken to enlist their names thus they can receive the benefits earmarked for the enclave dwellers. 
·         Any other action as the Commission may deem fit and proper.
